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Background  

Save the Children (SC) International in partnership with the Ministry of Social 
Development (MoSD), is supporting the activation and unification of child councils under 
the framework of the Palestinian National Child Council Body.  

MoSD has committed to establishing a unified national structure, culminating in the 
creation of a National Child Parliament by 2026. The Parliament is expected to include 
approximately 40–60 elected children (final number to be determined based on best 
practices), ensuring geographic representation, gender balance, and the inclusion of 
children with and without disabilities. 

Implementation in 2026 will proceed in two phases: 

Phase I: Development of the legal and institutional framework 

Phase II: Elections, capacity-building and official launch 

To support this process, SCI and MoSD seek to engage a qualified expert to deliver 
integrated technical and logistical support under Activity 1.3.3.1 “Provide technical and 
logistical support to contribute to functionality of the National Child Council Body.” (CRG-A19).  

Project Goal and Objectives 

The project aims to support the Ministry of Social Development (MoSD) in activating and 
operationalizing the Palestinian National Child Council Body, culminating in the 
establishment and formal launch of a National Child Parliament by 2026. This process will 
include developing the necessary legal mandates, governance structures, membership 
criteria, and safeguarding standards to ensure the body operates with legitimacy, 
transparency, and accountability. It will also support the design of inclusive selection and 
participation mechanisms so that children from diverse geographic areas, socio-economic 
backgrounds, genders, abilities, and vulnerable groups across Palestine are meaningfully 
represented. 

Throughout 2026, the assignment will focus on strengthening the legal, institutional, and 
operational foundations required for the Child Parliament to function as a representative, 
inclusive, and rights-based advisory platform. This includes drafting or refining bylaws and 
procedural rules, building the capacity of government counterparts and facilitators, 
establishing child-friendly communication channels between young representatives and 
decision-makers, and creating monitoring and feedback systems to ensure children’s 
recommendations are formally considered in policy processes. Special attention will be 
given to child protection, ethical participation standards, and accessibility, ensuring the 
platform is safe, empowering, and sustainable. 



 
 

In addition, the consultancy will incorporate structured learning from regional and 
international national child councils and youth parliaments. This will involve reviewing 
comparative models, facilitating knowledge exchanges, and adapting proven practices on 
governance, election or selection processes, advocacy methods, and institutional linkages 
with government. By drawing on lessons learned from other countries — including both 
successes and challenges — the initiative will help ensure that the Palestinian Child 
Parliament is not only context-appropriate but also aligned with global standards for 
meaningful child participation. This outward-looking approach will strengthen credibility, 
promote innovation, and position the body as part of a wider international movement 
advancing children’s rights and voices in public decision-making. 

The following will components be included in this assignment: 

a. Development of the Legal and Institutional Framework 

Support the definition of the Parliament’s mandate, advisory role, governance structure, 
and institutional linkages. This will also include a literature review and comparative 
overview of best practices across regional and international child bodies.  

b. Establishment of Membership Criteria and Representation Standards 

Define eligibility requirements, age range, representation quotas, and inclusion measures, 
including gender balance and participation of children with disabilities. 

c. Drafting of Statutory Bylaws and Internal Regulations 

Develop terms of office, codes of conduct, conflict-of-interest provisions, disciplinary 
procedures, and ethical participation standards. 

d. Design of Operational and Procedural Systems 

Establish decision-making processes, voting mechanisms, documentation and reporting 
procedures, transparency protocols, and safeguarding measures. 

e. Support to Election Planning and Implementation 

Assist with nomination procedures, election guidelines, and nationwide election logistics. 

f. Awareness-Raising and Communication Activities 

Support the preparation of child-friendly materials and outreach activities related to the 
Parliament and election process. 

g. Capacity-Building for Elected Child Representatives 

Deliver training and orientation activities on the manual and structure to strengthen 
meaningful participation, leadership, and governance skills. 

h. Technical and Logistical Support for the Official Launch
